Article preparation in full
All manuscripts must be typed (using normal superior and inferior margins of 2.5 cm and 3 cm for the left and right margins) with double spacing in letter format. Please use Times New Roman font 12 pt.

On one page include the article’s full title, the name of the author(s) and their respective affiliation as well as the corresponding address and the abbreviated title. Include keywords. 
The text must contain an abstract limited to 200 words. Subsequently continue with the following sections: Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion, and Acknowledgments as considered. All pages must be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals. Please place all Tables and Figures in the appropriate t order as they are cited on the text.

Subtitles. Times New Roman font, 10 pts., bolds. Footnotes: Times New Roman, 8 pts.

Graphic Material. At least 3 images or graphs in black and white
The full Latin name for each species, including the appropriate taxonomic allocation, must appear at least once, particularly the first time they are mentioned, e.g.: Atlantic salmon, Salmo salar L., turbot, Scophthalmus maximus (L.), snakehead, Channa punctatus (Bloch), Rainbow trout, Oncorhynchus mykiss (Walbaum). Authors’ names mentioned in parentheses will depend on the first description (for updated information see American Fisheries Society Special Publication No. 20, A List of Common and Scientific Names of Fishes from the United States and Canada).
The reference list must appear in alphabetic order and the full title must be included, as follows:
Chapman D.W. (1971) Production. In: Methods of the Assessment of Fish Production in Freshwater (ed. by W.S. Ricker), pp. 199-214. Blackwell Science Ltd, Oxford. 

Wickens J.F. (1972) The food value of brine shrimp, Artemia salina L., to larvae of the prawn, Pataemon serratus Pennant. Journal of Experimental Marine Biology and Ecology 10, 151-170. 

All references within the text must use the Harvard System and they must be fully included on the reference, e.g. (Brown, Smith and Williams, 1975) and they should be abbreviated afterwards (Brown et al. 1975). All authors are responsible for their cited references. If a publication has been currently accepted, it must be cited as ‘in press’. Manuscripts in preparation, unpublished and unavailable reports must not be cited. Personal Communications must be cited as such within the text. 

Grammar must follow The Concise Oxford Dictionary of Current English. Measuring units, symbols and abbreviations must be provided in metric units, although British equivalences or other may be included in parentheses. In case of doubts regarding the correct abbreviation, the reference must be the following: Units, Symbols and Abbreviations, 4th edition, 1988, published by the Royal Society, London (ISBN: 0 905958 78 0). Periods must not be used after abbreviations. The following are suggested as internationally accepted units: %, ºC, mm, cm, cc, ml, l, m, km, mg, g, kg, s, min, h, ha.
